Yes. Federal funding is
available, as is some funding
from Massachusetts,
specifically the MBTA, Cities
and towns, as well as our
state, will make up the
difference, which is only a
small percentage of the
overall cost. This cost would
be returned to us many times
over in tax revenues from
expanded business and
property taxes. Passenger rail
is essential to the continued
expansion of our economy
and would benefit everyone
in NH —businesses, residents,
property owners —and
greatly increase state income.
